

 

Our library serves students in Pre-Kindergarten through the eighth grades. We have computers in our computer lab that are used for Reading Counts testing. 

Reading Counts
 Grades 1st-8th all participate in our Reading Counts Program. Students are required to read books and quiz over the material in the books they have read. This helps with their Reading Comprehension skills. Depending on their grade level, they receive rewards for accumulated points.

PSCA Book Fairs
 Every year the PSCA library hosts at least one Scholastic book fair; primarily one in the fall with our Open House. Books are offered for purchase by students, parents, and staff. Book fair profits are used for the purchase of new books for the library and to supplement our Reading Counts program.

Our Computer Classes
 Our computer classes also serve our students in Pre-Kindergarten through 8th grades. 

 K4-Sixth grade
These students all work on different grade levels of Jumpstart, Math & Phonics programs. Starting in the 6th grade, students will start keyboarding.

 Seventh and Eighth grade
Students in 7th and 8th grade take a graded course in keyboarding, and learn other software applications including word processing, spreadsheets, and presentation software.
